WHAT IF?

What if you were to going into war against another army?   

Would you:

A) Go into battle with no weapons, but a great strategy.

B) Go into battle with great weapons, and no strategy.

C) Go into battle with no weapons and no strategy.

D) Go into battle with weapons and a strategy.  

If we were heading off to battle, we would want to do it with a map of the terrain, an awesome battle plan, and the most incredible weapons. We would want to be fully equipped for whatever came our way. The truth is we head off to battle everyday…a spiritual battle. 

As Christians, we are part of God’s army and everyday we are faced with the challenge of honoring God with our lifestyle and our faith. Where the difficulty lies, is within the trials we face each day. But, by knowing God’s word and keeping it in your heart at all times, you can have the confidence to fight the battle everyday.

In this lesson, we are going to focus on the importance of learning, knowing and understanding God’s Word. Our hope is that you learn some practical and fun ways to learn scripture….and remember it later when you need to use it!

WHAT UP?

1. Make a list of 5 songs that you know the words to.

2. Write down your favorite movie….and 3 “lines” from it.

3. Now write down your 5 favorite verses in the Bible…and write them out.

4. Which was easier…the songs and movies OR the Bible verses? Why do you think that’s so?

5. What are some techniques or methods that help you memorize things?

WHAT FOR?

The Bible is God’s love letter to you.  It is a book filled with action, adventure, battles, miracles, heroes, triumphs, perseverance, hope, joy, guidance, love stories, and so much more! It may seem weird that a book that is over 2,000 years old can relate to every situation in our lives, but it can and it does. 

1. Write out 2 Timothy 3:16.
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2. Take a moment and make a list of every book in the Bible, separating the Old and New testaments. NOTE: Before studying scripture, it’s a good idea to get a feel for where everything is.

· Think of a way to memorize every book in the Bible as well as the order they go in. (Make up a song, use abbreviations, word association, etc…)

3. Read Joshua 1:7-9. NOTE: A great way to learn scripture is to study a passage and choose a memory verse to remind you of what you read.

· What does God promise?

· What needs to happen in order to achieve guaranteed success?

· Why is it important to not be afraid or discouraged?

· Choose a memory verse out of this passage for your group.

4. Split your group into groups of 2 or 3. As a group, read a passage together, learn the main point and teach it to the rest of the group. Then, choose a memory verse for the group out of each passage. NOTE: A great way to learn scripture is to teach it to others.

Group #1 - Psalms 1:1-2

Group #2 – Proverbs 3:4-6

Group #3 Ecclesiastes 4:9-12

Group #4 Psalm 3:1-4

5. Split your group into 2 or 3 groups. Assign each group a passage. As a group, create a skit that tells what the passage is about. Come up with the main point and choose a memory verse. Then, perform the skit for the rest of the group and share the memory verse. NOTE: Acting out a passage is a fun way to remember what God’s Word has to offer.
Group #1 John 9:1-11 (Jesus Heals the Blind Man)

Group #2 Luke 19 1:10 (Zacchaeus)

Group #3 Mark 2:1-12 (Jesus heals the paralytic)

6. Check out Psalm 119:105.

· Imagine if there was no light in the world…What would it be like?

· Now think about what it would be like if there was no direction or light to follow in your life, what would it be like?

· Who is a light we can always turn to?

NOTE:  When reading God’s Word, don’t get frustrated if it is difficult at first.  Ask God to reveal to you things He wants for you to learn in His word. Take your time!

WHAT NOW?

Is there anything that is distracting you from learning scripture?

Check out these three scripture study elements. Take them into consideration when you read His word.

Be a detective:  

Think about what a detective does. Observes, investigates, re-enacts the crime scene, asks questions; anything to help him/her understand more.

As a detective, use this box to help you look for key things in God’s word:


NOTE: As you get more excited about God’s word, your box may expand with new things to look for.

Be a thinker:

After investigating God’s word, think through the lessons you have learned, and how to apply them in your life.

Be a doer: It’s one thing to know God’s word, but it’s another thing to DO God’s word.

WHAT NEXT? 

Memorize: Joshua 1:7-8.

10 minute Moment
To Ponder: It’s been said that “the Bible will keep you from sin or sin will keep you away from the Bible.” 

To Put into Action: Allow God to speak to you through His word, be a detective, be a thinker, and be a doer of His word. 

To Pray: Father, I pray that every time I open up your word you speak to me.  That Father, as I read and study your word you would reveal your will, and direction for my life. And Father, that no matter how many times I read it, you would make it fresh.  In Jesus’ name I pray.  Amen.

WHAT ELSE?

ATTENTION LEADERS: 

If you are looking for some extra things to do during your C-Group time to make this lesson come to life, here are some suggestions:

1. Buy some 3x5 cards and make flash cards with memory verses.

2. Make a Jeopardy or Monopoly game board. Put scripture references or the actual passage in the space. When they ask for a certain category or land on a certain space…they have to say the verse in order to advance. Make up your own rules.
